In 1998a womannamedNancyPearl,who wascoordinatorof the WashingtonCenterfor
the Book at the SeattlePublic Library, had an audaciousdea. WouldnOtt broadenand
deeperpublic interestand appreciatiorof literature,if the entire city werereadingand
discussingthe samebook? The programevolved through severalnames,but is now
known asOSeattl®Reads.Theideawasboth preposterouandstunninglysuccessfulNo
oneassociateavith the programseriouslybelievedthatthey could convinceeveryonan a
diverseandpopulouscity to reada single book. But they werethemselvesstonishedt
the numbersof peoplewho were persuadedo participate.lt took considerabldinancing
justto advertisethe program,andthey got a grant. Theyrecruitedpublic radioandpublic
televisioninto the effort. They persuadedhe authorto comeandtalk aboutthe book.
They organizedpublic discussionsand book clubs both at the metropolitanand the
neighborhood levels. It has now become an eagerly anticipated annual affair.

It hasalsospreadike wildfire acrosshe United Statesandaroundthe world. The Center
for the Book of the Library of Congresdhasinstituteda projectmodeledon the Seattle
effort called OOneBook.OEvery statein the United Statesincluding ours is doing
something like it.

ThatOsvhat inspiredthe Board of Eldersto try somethingsimilar. What if our entire
congregatiorwere readingand discussinga single book? WouldnQit bring us closer
togetherMight therenot evenemergea greaterclarity andvision of whatwe wantto be
as a church? Perhaps it could help point the way to better minister to others.

The book that they selectedwas The Heart of Christianity by Marcus J. Borg, an
internationallyknown Jesusscholarandauthorof the best-sellingVeeting Jesus Again for
the First Time. Copiesareavailablein the churchoffice for $12.As | readit, | too, think
thatit is anexcellentchoice.lt is very clearly written; it tendsto be inclusiveratherthan
exclusive;and,it addresseguestionsaboutcontemporaryChristianitythat| haveasked
myselffor years,andIOmsurehaveoccurredalsoto manyof you. Our programwill beon
a much more modestscalethan OSeattldlReads@r OOneBookObut in the samevein.
More detailson how the programis to be organizedwill be comingat a later date.In the
meantimegive seriousthoughtto joining with us on this new adventurelf you do not
wantto purchaseyour own copy, the churchwill loanyou one.But if you donOteadat
leastsomeof it, you may not know what we are talking aboutover the next several
months.
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
